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Parent Information Manual
Welcome to AYSO Region739 Fall Season.

This parent manual is meant to provide you with the basic information regarding our Fall Soccer season.

AYSO Mission:

American Youth Soccer Organization’s mission is to develop and deliver quality youth soccer programs which promote a fun, family environment based on AYSO’s Six Philosophies: Everyone plays, Balance Teams, Positive Coaching, Open Registration, Good Sportsmanship, and Player Development.

Fees:

Fall Registration Fee is:
5U -19U $90.00 per player; VIP Registration is $25.00; Parents of Active Duty Military will receive a $25.00 discount per player (Military I.D. required) Registration Fees include Uniform, Club Registration Fee, and Practice and Playing Fields! (Included in this Regions registration fees are the $17.50 National Fee)
Team Sponsorship: Each team is required to provide a team sponsor. The team sponsorship fee is only $150.00. If no team sponsor is obtain each team shall collectively pay for the sponsorship of their team.

Fundraiser: To help keep Registration fees as low as possible, Region 739 will be holding additional optional fundraisers. 

Refund Policy: 

Players who withdraw prior to June 30th will receive a full refund of the regions Registration Fee. (National Fees are non-refundable) Players who withdraw prior to August 1st will receive a refund of 50% of their registration fee. There are no refunds after August 1st!
Region Budget:

Your Fall Registration Fees and the Fall Fundraiser go towards the operation of the region, including National Fees, Uniforms, CITY and County of Las Vegas Field use, Field  Equipment and Maintenance, Registration Fees DO NOT include Post Season Play-Offs!

Equipment:

Please have your child bring shin guards, a ball, a drink(water) and appropriate footgear to all practices and games. Soccer cleats are recommended but not mandatory; shoes with a toe cleat (baseball shoes) are not permitted.
Team Assignments:

A key philosophy of AYSO is balance teams your child will be assigned a team after registration. Teams are set based on each player’s rankings. AYSO is unable to accommodate and player, coach or friend requests. You can expect to hear from your coach sometime in early August. If you have not heard from a representative of Region 739, please contact the Regions Coach Administrator. Board members are listed on the regions web site !

Practice Schedules:

Practices will start no earlier than August 1st. All team practice will be scheduled by the coach. Teams will practice a minimum of once a week for approximately 1 to 2 hours depend on age and abilities. (Additional practice time may be available during the season! 

Game Schedules:

Games will be scheduled on Friday nights, and Saturdays. Some teams may travel to other regions.

Season:

The regular season starts in early September and runs through end of October. Playoffs for qualifying teams are held in November. Post Season can include League and All-stars tournament play.

Additional Programs:

AYSO Region 739 will be offering the VIP. The Very Important Player provide a quality soccer program for 4 year old children and adults who physical or mental disabilities make it difficult to successfully participate on mainstream teams. All VIP players have the opportunity to play a minimum of one-half of each game.  The Region 739 has more information on our VIP program.

AYSO is an all-volunteer organization. All positions, including your Regional Board, Coaches and Referees are on a volunteer basis.  All teams are required to help set up and take down goals, nets, corner flags, and cones if necessary.
